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When we speak about traditional,
conservative interiors we usually
describe them as “classical’. Yet
“classical style” is widely diverse.
Greek and Roman antique, Gothic,
Renaissance, Baroque, Empire,
Rococo, Biedermeier, Eclecticism,
Art Mouveau, Art Deco — all these
styles look completely different
and each has a different philoso-
phy. Just because they all are his
torical we call them all "classical”,
as If they are essentially the same.
Well it is true that they all are con-
nected, they influenced and some-
times opposed each other, and
most traditional interiors present
us with a mix of several styles,
But we need to know the differ-
ence well if we want to do our own
mixing smartly. To clarify things at
least a little bit in this issue of AD
wie have prepared a “classical List™.
It features some of the most im-
portant historical classical styles,
such as architecture of Andrea
Falladio; there are also designers
that work with historical styles
and major brands that produce
traditional furniture. This list is far
from being complete — ane cannot
tackle such an exiensive subjecl
in one issue of a glossy magazine.
But we had to try. Everyone likes
classical interiors, but one needs
to know how to live in them. And
one shouldn't be afraid of classi-
cal style — it is by no means for
palaces anly. Classic is flexible:
one of the interiors in this issue
i5 a 45 square meter apartment
decorated in... well in, a classical
style. | have yel lo come up with
a more suitable name for it.

CHOOSE WISELY

Architect Alexander Glikman's
project was published in the very
first issue of AD Russia in 2002 —
it was a rather grand classical
house decorated with huge statues
and trompe [oeil paintings. Yel it
did not look pompous, as many
“new rich Russian's” houses at
the time did. It looked light and
inventive and almost tongue-
in-cheek. Since then, Glikman
has proved that his approach to
classical architecture i1s indvidual
and exciting. When we talked to
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him, he constantly used the word
“Eclecticism”™ — it 15 an impor-
tant term for him and locking at
his projects one remembers that
in the XIX century Eclecticism
became popular because it spelled
“freedom of expression”. Freedom
Is impossible to fake, while auste-
rity is easily manufactured, Glik-
man says: A concrete box is not

a house — it is a sketch of a future
life, it needs details to come alive”.
Details, sometimes contrasting
ones, are multiple in his projects,
The problem is that classical
detailing and stylistic games could
become a commercial cliché —
but Glikman knows how to avoid
that. For him, classical elements
are not just decorative details that
could be made from plaster and
resin. " If you do things properly
from marble and precious wood it
is never vulgar”, he says. Of course
his interiars are theatrical, but it is
a solid classical theatre — Bolshoi
rather that some off-Broadway
studio. And though the whaole body
of Glikman's work reminds one of
ltaly, he says that he by no means
limits his choice to this glorious
country’s heritage. "I love Egyptian
art, and French, and German.
Sticking to just one favarite style is
like coming to a great restaurant
and instead of tasting eight dishes
gat just one. Itis a bit silly”

REMAINS OF THE DAY

Legendary American film director
James vory, author of Jefferson
in Paris’, "A Room with a View”
and "Remains of the Day”, showed
Al Russia his house in upstate
New York and told its’ story: "My
house has for me much of the
same meaning Lthat the apartment
in Rome belonging to the author,
critic, and collectar Mario Praz had
for him. In his classic “The House
of Life” Praz wrote that every
object in it summoned up from his
memory a person, a place, a key
event, an intimacy, a love, | identify
my old house in the Hudson Valley
with myself and my own pastin
much the same way.

This house became the spiritual
center of my production company
Merchant Ivory and my circle of
friends. Who were those people?
My partners in filmmaking, my
life-time companions and friends.
The house was built in 1815, or
thereabouts, by Jacob Rutsen Van
Rensselaer, a member of New
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‘fork's oldest and most aristocratic
family. The house is thought to
have been designed by a French
emnigré architect, Pierre Pha-
roux, by the mid 1790s. Like most
advanced French architects of
that period, Pharoux liked to play
with mirrored surfaces, geometric
shapes, ovals and octagons. My
house has two stacks of octagonal
rooms on its three floors.

My house had been well looked-af
ter through the nineteenth century,
and in the early twentieth, restored
and enlarged. Its elegant interi-
ors were intact, though its main
facade had been given a face-lift
in the 1840s, acquiring a classical
front porch, a fantastic-looking
balustrade and a pedimented roof.
At night, in the surnmer from the
big lawn, when all its lights are

on, my house resembles a brightly
illumined ship, with a proud, if
somewhat wonky prow, sailing
away to destinations unknown,

to faint music. Perhaps to strike
Time's lceberg, but it is still here,
sailing on, somehow, and | am
still aboard, with all the baggage
that Merchant lvory, in its magpie
fashion and often from the sets
from our movies, has filled up its
hiold with™.

LIKE A FAIRY TALE

The story of this project sounds

They say that the building
they had to work with was basically
in a decent shape — it was built

in 1863, the fourth building on the
same plot, and some very good
VI century materials were used.

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War |l the castle was taken by

the Nazis and after the war there
was a summer camp here, but a
lot had to be restored. They also
did some re-planning — previ-

ous owners had simply too many
bedrooms. Now the ground floor is
occupied by magmificent living and
dining rooms and halls, including a
ballroom gallery, all almost royal in
their scale. The first floor is given
to family, the second to guests.
Mast of the furniture 1s newly
made in classical style — there are
not too many antique pieces here.
"This whole project is a mix of
styles and it is a bit theatrical. But
the set is very well built”, Litu-
rinsky says.

Kirill Istomin’'s new project comes
as a bit of a surprise. The entrance
hall is what one expects — a chi-
noiserie box with flowery wallpa-
per and antigue chest of drawers.
But the very next Living room is
Light, the walls are lacquered, and
the whole place looks more like
modernized Art Deco than any-
thing else. "It is very simple”, Kirill
axplains. "The owners are young
people with small kids.

But
perhaps the most amazing feature
of the interior I1s the abundance
of... birds: porcelain figurines of
them, some of them very good
antiques. Istomin learned that the
owner's wife loves porcelain, and
he decided that she would need

a good collection of quality pieces,
and birds where chosen as a
subject. Now they are everywhere
and they bring together this rather
diverse space, uniting differently
styled rooms into a seamless
decorative whole.
